FEUROCLASSICA

At the inaugural assembly on 2nd September 1991 the undersigned... established an as-
sociation which is non-profit-making and comes under the preview of the Luxemburg law
of 21st April 1928 and is controlled by the present statutes as defined below.

Section I:
Name, Head Office, Term, Aims
Article 1: Name

(i) A European federation of associations of teachers of classical languages and civiliza-
tions has been formed as a non-profit-making association under the name EURO-
CLASSICA. It is neutral from a political, philosophical and religious point of view.

Article 2: Head Office and Term

(i) The Head Office of the Federation is established in Luxembourg.

(ii) Its term is without limit.
Article 3: Aims

(i) The aims of the Federation are pedagogical, cultural and scientific.

(ii) The objectives of the Federation are:
a) to bring together all the associations of classical languages and civilizations in
Europe in order to promote their cooperation;
b) to ensure the promotion and defence of the study of classical languages and
civilization, unifying link and powerful factor of cultural cohesion among Euro-
pean countries, especially through representation at international organizations,
¢) to assert publicly the contemporary importance of classical languages and civi-
lizations, and to demonstrate the pressing need to teach them, fully respecting the
autonomy of each country,
d) to encourage cooperation with associations outside Europe which have similar
aims.

Section 2:
Making the Classics European

EUROCLASSICA sees it as a central task to make true the European dimension in edu-
cation, which is more than just economy and communication as has been acknowledged
by the ministers of education.

a. Each year a conference will be organised (linked with the general assembly) where clas-
sical teachers of the whole Europe will meet, exchange views and teaching materials and
will be instructed on teaching a specific topic.

b. A European Newsletter will be produced as an appendix to the national bulletins,
informing the classical teachers of important events (a classical calendar) and of develop-
ments in classical education (e.g. materials which can be used in various countries).

c. Teachers of various countries will jointly take part in instructional tours to the main
sites of classical civilization.

d. Exchanges of classical teachers will jointly take part in instructional tours to the main
sites of classical civilization.

e. Exchanges of classical teachers will be organized for teaching and research in other
european countries.

f. EUROCLASSICA will take steps to have Latin and Greek included as subjects for the

european baccalaureate.

Section 3:
Making pupils and students aware
of the European dimension of the classics

a. Instructional tours to sites of classical interest will bring together pupils and students of
Classics in school to make them aware of the common european heritage classical studies
represent.

b. An annual cultural festival devoted to Classics will be organized for youngsters. Among
other cultural activities, Greek and Roman drama will be staged, in the original languag-
es as well as in the vernacular. Preferably a Greek or Roman theatre will be the locality.
c. A classical summer school will bring together youngsters around a classical theme.

d. Each year a central classical theme will be chosen by the general assembly to act as a
suggestion for various activities in the school all over Europe. Common publications will
support the teaching of the theme. The results of the activities will be presented at the
annual general assembly of teachers conference.

THE EDUCATIONAL POLICY OF EUROCLASSICA

«EUROCLASSICA» educational policy is founded on the following principles:

1. The curriculum for ALL students in schools in Europe should include a study of the
civilization of Greece and Rome, the foundations of the cultural heritage of Europe.

2. Opportunities should exist to study Latin and Greek for all school students who wish
to do so.

1. INTRODUCTION

2. PARTICIPANTS

Euroclassica Homeric Academy has been planned for hellenists and students of European Universities
and from the whole world for classics and hellenic studies.

3. LOCATION - CHIOS

The place of the congress is the Homerion Cultural Center of the Municipality of Chios, as well as one
day at the <MARIA TSAKOS» FOUNDATION and one day at the Oinousses CAPTAINS” HIGH-
EST SCHOOL or at the OINOUSSES CULTURAL CENTER. The Library “KORAIS”, The Exem-
plary EPAL (TEENS), The Primary School of KARDAMYLA. The residence place is at the Board-
ing House of the Aegean University and Hotels with fascilities, by the seaside. CHIOS is one of the
largest, most beautiful and attractive islands of the Aegean Sea. Its inhabitants are mainly ship-own-
ers, sailors, scholars, scientists, persons who labour honestly in every activity of life. Thanks to Chios,
Kardamyla and to the island of Oinousses that belongs to the same Province as Chios with the small,
famous for its history, island of Psara, Greece is the first commercial naval power in the world and has
many eminent Benefactors. You can visit Chios by aeroplane 5 times a day. There are flights from Ath-
ens to Chios and sometimes from other parts of the world. You can visit it by ship every day that de-
parts from Piraeus Port. Chios is very near to Minor Asia, lonia.

4. TOPICS

The main course of the congress is: Homer in the world and world literature. Eminent professors will
teach Homeric epic poems, Iliad and Odysseia, the Homeric Hymn to Apollo, selected extracts from
the Homeric epic poems in detail and modem Greek Literature influenced by studying Iliad and
Odyssey. The participants will have also the chance to attend lessons based on our classical heritage
(History, Ancient Democracy, Greek Theatre, Mythology and Classical Traditional Art and Civiliza-
tion, Modern Greek language and literature). Excellent editions will be offered to all the participants
by the tutors of Academia Homerica, as a present and for further study. The programme is really at-
tractive.
