€ Teaching Semester/Teaching Object

The online Chinese class at the University of the Aegean in Greece is still for all the students and

teachers of the university.

The Spring Semester of 2025 which is the Tenth Phase lasts for 13 weeks. It’s planned to start on

February 17%, 2025 and end on May 9", 2025. During this period, classes can be flexibly

adjusted for Greek Clean Monday (March 3%, 2025), Greek National Day (March 251, 2025),

and International Labor Day (May 1%, 2025). There will be no classes scheduled for Greek

Easter (April 14, 2025 to April 18, 2025) (One authentic livestreaming culture lesson will be

arranged during the Easter holiday).

Class A: Levell(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-First Level). Beginners and

students who are interested in learning Chinese are all welcome to sign up.
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Class B: Levelll(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Second Level). For those
who have completed the course of Levell(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-
First Level), or at least have mastered the basic Chinese pronunciation, about 150 primary
Chinese words, can read about 100 Chinese characters and speak more than 30 sentences, or
students with the corresponding learning foundation can all sign up.

Class C: Levellll(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Third Level), for those
who have completed Levelll(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Second Level),
or have mastered about 300 Chinese words, can read about 200 Chinese characters and speak
more than 60 sentences, or students with the corresponding learning foundation can all sign up.
Class D: Level IV(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Fourth Level), for those
who have completed Levellll(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Third Level),
or have mastered about 500 Chinese words, can read about 300 Chinese characters and speak
more than 100 sentences, or students with corresponding learning foundation can all sign up.

Class I: Level IX(Great Wall Chinese-Progression in Communication-Ninth Level), for those
who have completed Level VIl (Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Eighth Level),
or have mastered more than 1900 Chinese words, can read more than 800 Chinese characters
and speak more than 350 sentences, or students with corresponding learning foundation can all
sign up.

Class J: Level X(Great Wall Chinese-Progression in Communication-Tenth Level), for those
who have completed LevellX(Great Wall Chinese-Essentials in Communication-Ninth Level),
or have mastered more than 2200 Chinese words, can read more than 850 Chinese characters
and speak more than 400 sentences, or students with corresponding learning foundation can all
sign up.

The total enrollment planned for this semester is 400. The specific number of students can be
adjusted after registration. If the number of applicants in each class is less than 15, classes will

not be held in principle.

@ Teaching Plan

The Tenth Phase of the online Chinese class at the University of the Aegean in Greece lasts for
13 weeks. Two teaching periods are scheduled every week, and each lasts for 90 minutes. It” s
planned to start on February 17% 2025 and end on May 9%, 2025, including the Greek Easter

holiday from April 14", 2025 to April 18", 2025. (Notes: The yellow part refers to the holiday.)
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Teaching Calendar
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€ Teaching Method

Combine speaking with practice and taking the lead in listening and speaking. All classes
adopt a comprehensive teaching mode, implement the teaching principle of combining speaking
with practice and taking the lead in listening and speaking, adhere to the principle that Chinese
is the main teaching language while English as a supplement. All classes need to strengthen the
application-oriented teaching concept: to select the typical usage of the vocabulary in different
contexts in vocabulary teaching, so that learners can learn the correct use of vocabulary in the
context; to guide students to understand grammatical meaning in the context in grammar
teaching so as to improve students' ability to form words and sentences.

Combine the examination and teaching. To combine with the HSK exam, simulate the HSK
real question types in both class teaching and after-class practice, and arrange the simulated
exam to help students familiarize themselves with the real question types and difficulty, and
accumulate exam experience. Provide an online HSK simulation question bank on the Hanya
International APP for students to practice and take the simulate tests.

Enhance students’ language output. To improve students' speaking ability, emphasis is placed
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on less speaking and more practice. Simplified classroom teaching language is used to guide
students in learning and understanding new content, and a combination of graphics and text is
used to help students quickly understand. Context creation, questioning, or practice are used to
guide students in expressing their output, while after-school exercises with different question
types are also used to help students review and consolidate learning content.

Strengthen the systematic teaching of cultural themes. To enable students to have more
interest and understanding of Chinese language and culture, and to focus on the utilization of
video resources, 120 cultural themed videos from "Great Wall Chinese * Hanya Cultural Park"
are used as the main teaching resources. Combined with language course learning content, the
themes are matched one by one, so that the cultural theme content is systematically integrated
into the Chinese language learning, enriching the teaching content.

Introduce Authentic Live Streaming Model of teaching. Arrange one authentic livestreaming
cultural experience classes, create real learning situations for students through live teaching, and
create rich and diverse communication interactions, making the online Chinese language

teaching mode more diverse.

€ Course Teaching Resources

» The core course resources include digital textbooks for 12 levels, including "Great Wall
Chinese-Essentials in Communication" levels 1-6 and "Great Wall Chinese-Progression in
Communication" levels 1-6.

» Each set of textbooks is equipped with corresponding complete teaching courseware PPT,
and the courseware is optimized and improved under the guidance of supervising experts.

» Use a new smart teaching cloud platform that is linked to the app.

» The cultural video resources are mainly based on the "Great Wall Chinese * Hanya Cultural
Park", and 60 cultural themed videos have been added on the basis of the existing 60
cultural videos.

» The exercise resources are mainly based on the online question bank of Hanya International
Chinese Education Cloud Platform (Great Wall Chinese Smart Cloud Platform 2.0 version).

In order to strengthen the specialized training of HSK question types, various levels of HSK
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simulation question bank resources have been added.
» To help Intermediate&High-level students improve their reading skills, we have added

graded reading article resources and provided supporting exercises.

€ Teaching Content and Goals

Class A(Level I ): Understand the phonetic features of Chinese, initially master about 180

Chinese words, 40 grammatical points, 40 common Chinese sentences, and 120 Chinese
characters; able to communicate briefly on the most familiar topics such as personal information,
daily life, etc.; able to speak the simple polite language and identify simple information in the
